K.I.D.S. is:
- A savings stamp program

- A program of the Alberta-British Columbia District Church Extension Fund, which provides loans to congregations, schools and other entities of Lutheran Church-Canada for building and remodeling projects.

- An opportunity to teach your child how to manage money: saving a percentage, giving a percentage to the work of the Church, and spending a percentage

K.I.D.S. is not:
- A replacement for a child’s regular church offerings that go to mission projects

How does K.I.D.S. work?
When a child is enrolled into the K.I.D.S. Savings Stamp Program , they can purchase stamps through the K.I.D.S. coordinator in 25 cents or $1.00 amounts. Children can also receive gifts of stamps from parents, grandparents, etc.

Once full, the $25 book is sent to CEF with a completed application and deposited into a savings account in the child’s name (or can be in trust for the child).  The deposits are not just limited to stamps.  Kids may deposit other funds received as gifts or perhaps earned.  Withdrawals can be made at any time.
